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Compact Fluorescent Bulbs - Do not dispose fluorescent bulbs in the trash. They contain small amounts of mercury. You can bring them to a local hardware store who will dispose of them safely. 
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Computers and Similar Items – With the heavy metal contained in these items, it is important to not place them in the trash.  Take them to the Brown County Household Hazardous Waste Facility where a charge of $.20 per pound applies or to Office Depot.
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Freezers, Refrigerators and Room AC - These items contain a very damaging greenhouse gas and must be disposed of properly. Take them to the County Transfer station or the Village of Howard can also pick them up for you. A $15 charge applies in either case. 
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Garbage – For Village of Howard Public Works garbage collection days click here.  For information on what you can put in your garbage click here. 
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Garden Waste - Garden waste is best composted  in your yard and returned to your garden. Large and woody items quantities can be taken to the village compost facility located at the Public Works facility at 1336 Cornell Road opened year round, 24 hours a day.  Items that can be dropped off include: Branches, sod, logs, leaves, shrubs, corn stalks, grass clippings, garden waste and bales of hay. 
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Glass - Put in your curbside recycling collection and please make sure to clean glass bottles and jars, keep all bottles and jars whole and not include drinking glasses or window glass.

Kitchen Waste - Cooked food waste, meat and dairy waste should be put in the garbage. Vegetable waste can be used to make compost.  Uncooked vegetable waste can also be treated as Garden Waste.
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Metal - Food cans and similar items can be put in your curbside recycling. Larger amounts of scrap metal can be taken to these local dealers.
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Paint - Throwing away paint in the garbage is a poor disposal method.  Paint liquids seep through the landfill and create excess leachate requiring costly treatment.  

Bring full or mostly full pint cans to the HHW facility. Liquids must be treated before paint can go in a landfill.  It's important to help us better manage our costs by bringing paint to the HHW Facility as a last resort.  Open all oil and latex paint containers.  If the sludge is dry, dispose of the cans in your regular trash.  

If the cans contain a small amount of liquid mix, the paint with sawdust or oil-dry until all the free liquid has been removed.  Dispose of the debris in the trash. 

If the cans are empty with only dry paint residue recycle them in your curbside bin.  Remove the lids and recycle them, too.  

When properly stored paint has an amazing shelf life, oil-based paint can last up to 15 years, and latex paint will keep up to 10 years.  If paint still mixes smoothly, it can probably still be used.  If latex paint has frozen, brush it on a piece of paper.  If it hasn't been damaged and has no lumps, it can still be used. 
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Plastic Containers - Check the container for the symbol. Put types 1 & 2 in your street recycling container. Other types cannot be recycled at present and should be put in the garbage.
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Tires - Take to Brown County Waste Transfer Station. Tire retailers are required to accept your old tires when you buy new ones.
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Waste Paper – Place waste paper, such as newspapers, junk mail and kitchen cartons, in your street recycling.  Remember to shred bank statements and any personal information before putting in the street.
