1. Garbage Cart (60 gallon)

a. To the curb by 6:00 a.m.

b. Set garbage container on opposite side of driveway than the rec cle container and leave a
tive (5) feet radius from any obstacles (e.g. mailbox, trees, cars, etc.)

c. DO NOT stuff the cart or it may not empty.

d. Call 434-4060 at least 24-hours before your scheduled day of pickup, if you occasionally
have garbage bags that will not fit in your cart.

e. A 90-gallon cart is available at $25.00 per year in replacement of the 60-gallon cart.

f. The cart stays with the address.

g. Any damage to the cart, please call 434-4060.

2. Recycling is EVERY OTHER WEEK on your garbage day.

a. Bach recycling container cost $45.62. You may return your recycle container and get reim-
bursed if you move out of the Village of Howard.

b. You may purchase another recycle container for $45.62 and a yearly fee of $15.00.

c. Set recycle container on opposite side of driveway than the garbage container and leave a
tive (5) feet radius from any obstacles (e.g. mailbox, trees, cars, etc.)

d. Paper, plastic, glass and cans go together in the recycle container.

e. DO NOT stuff the cart or it may not empty.

f. Any damage to the cart, please call 434-4060.

3. Tuesday Special Garbage pickup for larger items (furniture, mattress,

etc.).

a. Call in by 3:00 p.m. Monday to 434-4060.

b. On nights or weekends leave a message on the answering machine (Press 06).

c. If you have an item that contains Freon, a fee of $15.00 is charged before the item will be
picked up. Stop at either the Village Hall or Public Works building to pay the fee.

. d. Things that will not be picked up are: regular garbage, recyclables, toxic waste, tires, con-

To Ensure that Recycling is Collected, Please Follow Steps Below:

Recycling occurs every two weeks on the same day as garbage collection.

The recycling bin located at your address remains at that location if you move to another
residence.

e Additional bins may be purchased at a cost of $5.00 per bin.

Please write your address on your bin, the bins tend to blow away .

Containers must be clean before put in bins.

Only bottles with a neck coded #1 or #2 (except automotive bottles) can be recycled.
Remove caps & lids.

Plastic tubs coded #1 or #2, and all plastic coded #3 through #7 (Including Plastic
Bags) CANNOT BE RECYCLED.

Clean glass bottles and jars.
Keep all bottles & jars whole.
No dinnerware glasses or window glass.

Put steel or bi-metal cans with glass and plastic.
Only clean food cans.
Scrap steel - call Public Works for special pick-up.

Flatten cardboard boxes - must be 2’ x 2’ or smaller.

No paper milk or juice cartons.

Mixed paper must be in bundles, boxes or bags. Place these next to bin, not in or on it.
Paper/Cardboard cannot be mixed with the commingled items in recycling Bin. It must
be placed in a paper bag or tied in bundles.
